Raleigh, NC -  “Hunger Has a Cure” is the theme for a month-long campaign to fight hunger. The campaign is sponsored locally by Food Lion and the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina, a member of America's Second Harvest.. The campaign begins on National Hunger Awareness Day, Tuesday, June 6.
