Students Kick Off Annual Friends Feeding Friends Food Drive at Lowes Foods



Mayor McAlister Proclaims November Friends Feeding Friends Month

What:
Students from Davis Drive and Turner Creek Elementary Schools will rush to fill carts with food donated by General Mills to get the 11th annual Friends Feeding Friends food drive underway at Lowes Foods.  The students will “shop” for, scan and box the product.  The thousands of pounds of food will then be loaded onto the Food Bank’s truck.

Last year, Lowes Foods customers and employees donated more than 600,000 pounds of food to help feed North Carolina’s hungry.  Many students played a significant role in that effort.  Mayor McAlister is proclaiming November to be Friends Feeding Friends month in recognition of the positive impact the food drive has had.  
The goal this year is to raise 650,000 pounds of food through the food drive, which runs until December 31 at all Lowes Foods stores. 

Since Friends Feeding Friends began in 1995, nearly 3 million pounds of food have been collected through the annual event and distributed to organizations that feed the hungry. The food drive is a significant source of food for all of the Second Harvest Food Banks in North Carolina.
