Food Lion Hunger Relief Day at the Fair

Feed Your Senses. Feed the Need.

WHAT makes tomorrow, October 20 different from other days at the State Fair?

Food Lion Hunger Relief Day at the Fair, offering fairgoers free admission for four or more cans of food, is the largest one-day canned-food drive in the state, held each year to benefit the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina. In the 12-year history of the event, fairgoers have donated more than 2 million pounds of food. 

WHY is Thursday, October 20 a great day for fairgoers? 

Feed your senses for free—free entry to Fair with four cans of food.  Over 1 million North Carolinians are at risk of hunger, including 400,000 of our neighbors in the Triangle, Sandhills and Coastal regions. Feed the Need. 
WHERE should people take food donations for free entry?

Food will be collected at all gates. A fleet of Food Lion and Food Bank tractor-trailer trucks will transport the donated food from the Fair to the Food Bank’s main warehouse in Raleigh. More than 300 volunteers are scheduled to work on Food Lion Hunger Relief Day to help in collecting and transporting the donated food.

 Founded in 1980, the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina is a private, not-for-profit organization, which serves 883 partner agencies throughout 34 counties in central and eastern North Carolina. Out of every dollar donated to the Food Bank, 96 cents goes directly to food and food programs. One of eight America's Second Harvest affiliates in North Carolina, the Food Bank solicits, collects, stores, and distributes food to nonprofit agencies assisting over 400,000 people at risk of hunger. With branches in Wilmington, Raleigh, Durham, Greenville, and the Sandhills, the Food Bank distributed more than 31 million pounds of food to those in need in fiscal year 2004-05. 
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
