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NATIONAL LETTER CARRIERS STAMP OUT HUNGER AND SUPPORT FOOD BANK 
Raleigh- Saturday, May 14, the 13th Annual National Letter Carriers’ Food Drive takes place across the country and throughout North Carolina.  This event is the nation’s largest one-day effort to fight hunger, and traditionally raises more than 260,000 pounds of food for the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina.
At this time of year, community food donations to the Food Bank are the weakest and demand is the greatest.  The Letter Carriers’ Food Drive helps restock the Food Bank’s shelves for the summer months.

People can help the National Association of Letter Carriers (NALC) and Food Bank reach this year’s goal of collecting 300,000 pounds of food by placing a bag of food next to their mail box on Saturday, May 14, and their letter carrier will take it to the Food Bank.  

“This drive shows that both postal workers and their customers care deeply about those that are less fortunate.  The real winners of this drive are those who are in need,” said Chris Tinkham, Raleigh Postmaster.

Participate in National Letter Carriers’ Day by doing one of the following 1) host an in-school food drive and see which class can fill the most bags and deliver the food to the Food Bank or your local post office on Saturday, May 14, or call to arrange a pick-up the week before the drive; 2) host a food drive with colleagues, classmates, or civic groups and deliver the food to the Food Bank or your local post office; 3) fill bags with food and leave them by your mailbox on Saturday, May 14, the day of the National Association of Letter Carriers’ Food Drive. 

A special thank you goes out to all the rural carriers in advance for their participation in this event. Their efforts are critical in making the 13th Annual National Letter Carriers’ Food Drive a success.
