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Food Bank to Receive $10,000 Grant from UPS Foundation

Raleigh—On Friday, January 28, the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina will receive $10,000 from the UPS Foundation to aid its most critical program, Retail Recovery.  It was a longtime volunteer who afforded the Food Bank the opportunity to apply for and receive this award from the UPS Foundation.  
Dickey Martin has volunteered at the Food Bank for several years and her daughter, Toni, works for UPS.  The UPS Foundation identifies specific areas where its support will clearly impact social issues.  Its initiatives include programs that support prepared and perishable food distribution and increased nationwide volunteerism.  
“It is a compliment to UPS that they will award high sums of money to organizations where their employees volunteer,” says Hope Hancock, director of development for the Food Bank.  The UPS Foundation distributed more than 39.8 million dollars worldwide, of which 2.4 million was awarded to the Community Investment Grant Program. 
Retail Recovery picks up nearly 600,000 pounds annually of donated food from retail grocers, the majority of which is high-quality, protein-rich meat items.  To the families who receive them, these are the most desired products that the Food Bank distributes.  Food that would otherwise go to waste and add to the state’s landfills is distributed to branches and partner agencies within 48 hours of its pickup by Food Bank trucks and drivers.  
Founded in 1980, the Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina is a private, not-for-profit organization, which serves 879 partner agencies throughout 34 counties in central and eastern North Carolina. Out of every dollar donated to the Food Bank, 96 cents goes directly to food and food programs. One of eight America's Second Harvest affiliates in North Carolina, the Food Bank solicits, collects, stores, and distributes food to nonprofit agencies assisting almost 400,000 people at risk from hunger. With branches in Wilmington, Raleigh, Durham, Greenville, and the Sandhills, the Food Bank distributed more than 26.4 million pounds of food to those in need in fiscal year 2003-04. 
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
