RALEIGH AREA DISC LEAGUE HOSTS BENEFIT FOR 
THE FOOD BANK OF CENTRAL & EASTERN NORTH CAROLINA
On Sunday, January 22, 2006 the Raleigh Area Disc League (RADL) hosted its annual Ice Bowl at Cedar Hills Rotary Park Disc Golf Course.  Nearly 90 disc golfers participated in the tournament and the Chili Cooking’ Contest.  Participants were asked to solicit donations for the Food Bank of Central and Eastern North Carolina and also had the opportunity to contribute by purchasing mulligans to be used during the rounds of play.  The participant who garnered the most donations for the Food Bank received a special prize.  Ice Bowl organizers raised over $1,250 at this event.
The Food Bank of North Carolina is a nonprofit organization that provides food for people who are hungry in 34 counties in central and eastern North Carolina. The Food Bank serves a network of more than 880 partner agencies offering soup kitchens, food pantries, shelters, and programs for children and adults.  In fiscal year 2005, the Food Bank distributed more than 31 million pounds of food and non-food essentials to these agencies.  Sadly, hunger remains a serious problem in central and eastern North Carolina.  In these counties, more than 400,000 struggle each day to provide enough food for their families.  Community events such as the Ice Bowl provide much needed funds that help in the harnessing and distributing of food to low- and no-income families.
The Raleigh Area Disc League (RADL) is a member organization dedicated to the promotion of flying disc sports (especially Disc Golf) located in the Raleigh Area.  RADL runs over 40 events a year, designs/maintains area disc courses and works with Parks and Recreation to promote disc sports and community volunteerism.
